Bills passed by 2010 Indiana Legislative Session

March 12, 2010, Governor signed SB 103 - Authorizes the adjutant general of the Indiana National Guard to appoint a fourth assistant adjutant general. Effective 1 July 2010.

March 12, 2010, Governor signed HEA 1165 - A disability benefit awarded to a veteran for a service connected disability under 38 U.S.C. 1101 et seq. is exempt from attachment from a judicial lien, process, or proceeding to collect a debt. This subdivision does not apply to a service connected disability benefit that is subject to child and spousal support enforcement under 42 U.S.C. 659(h)(1)(A)(ii)(V). Ref IC 34-55-10-2(c)(12) (Effective 1 July 2010) 

March 12, 2010, Governor signed HB 1178 - Requires the adjutant general of the Indiana National Guard to require a member of the Indiana National Guard who completes a United States Department of Defense form "Post-Deployment Health Reassessment" (PDHRA) to participate in a face-to-face clinical interview with a trained health care provider concerning the Indiana National Guard member's PDHRA. (Currently, the Department of Defense provides that a PDHRA clinical interview may be conducted in person or over the telephone.) IC 10-16-7-25. Effective 1 July 2010.

March 18, 2010, Governor signed SB 407 – Renamed the Disabled American Veteran (DAV) license plate to the Disabled Hoosier Veteran (DHV) license plate, eliminated the DHV II license plate, allows eligibility to 100% service-connected veterans regardless of their disability, specified the plate to be gold with blue letters. Specified only the registered owner is entitled to the special parking privileges. IC 9-18-18. Effective 1 July 2010.

Extended eligibility for the Gold Star license plate to more members of the family. IC 9-18-54. Retroactive to 1 Jan. 2010.

March 24, 2010, Governor signed SEA 102 – Provides that a person granted the authority to direct the disposition of remains of a service member in a certain United States Department of Defense form (DD Form 93) is second (after the person designated in a funeral planning directive) in the priority of individuals who may authorize the cremation of another person's remains and who may authorize the owner of a cemetery to inter, entomb, or inurn the body or cremated remains of a deceased human.
IC 23-14-31-26. Effective 1 July 2010.

March , 2010, Governor signed HEA 1086 - Eliminated the present Veterans’ Affairs Commission as well as the Military & Veterans’ Benefits Board and created the new combined Veterans’ Affair Commission. IC 10-17-1, 10-17-12 and 10-17-13. Effective 1 July 2010. 

Residency at the Indiana Veterans’ Home in West Lafayette was extended to any Hoosier Veteran who was honorably discharged from the armed forces. To qualify the veteran must have been a resident of Indiana for at least one (1) year immediately preceding the application. Veterans who have not lived in Indiana during the preceding year are eligible if they joined the service from Indiana. IC 10-17-9-7. Effective 1 July 2010.
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
